form to your school. Complete seventh
and first marking period eighth grade
report cards are required, along with
a completed Recommendation Form.

B Some applicants are also invited for
an interview as part of the admissions
process. Notre Dame directly contacts
these students.

B Acceptance letters are mailed
on December 15 to those accepted
students whose application files
were complete as of December 1.

B A $1,000 deposit from the accepted
applicant is required to secure a spot
in the freshman class and should be
returned by the February 1 deadline.
